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Invitation Press Conference 

“Pentru Voi” Foundation, Vodafone Romania Foundation and Habitat for Humanity invite you to participate to the press conference organized on the site located at 65 B, Anton Bacalbasa st. (Freidorf area near the “Ladislau Tacsi” Day Care Center) at 12.00 hours on Tuesday, March 24.

The topics debated during the press conference are as follows:
· Release of the “10,000 Pentru Voi Croissants” aiming at supporting people in need to better overcome the effects of crisis.
In the World Bank report on “Crisis within Crisis” in March 2009, they anticipate that, against the background of international crisis, absolute poverty might increase in Romania by 11-12% this year, lest appropriate measures should be taken to fight this phenomenon. In this context, disadvantaged social groups living may collapse to poverty beyond any possibility to provide for their basic needs.
Through this project, “Pentru Voi” Foundation, with the financial support of “Vodafone” Romania Foundation, will provide 10,000 croissants each month for one year for the people in need: chronic illnesses in psychiatry hospitals in Timis County, beneficiaries of social canteens and 20 people with mental disabilities, beneficiaries of “Pentru Voi” Foundation facing extreme poverty.
· On the same day, 26 Vodafone company employees will volunteer to build the Cristian protected house for five adults with severe mental disabilities – the first of the kind in Romania. Vodafone volunteers will work inside the house to assemble cardboard plates, mineral wool; on the outside, they will assemble wooden strip boards at the house eaves.
The event is part of the “Month of solidarity and social insertion in Timisoara”, when several volunteering actions are organized to support the involvement of people and companies from Timisoara to the benefit of people with severe mental disabilities.
