Smithfield Prod builds dreams for people with mental disabilities
Timisoara, 19 March - 38 top management volunteers from Smithfield Prod helped building the “Cristian” protected house for five adults with severe mental disabilities in Timisoara.

The project has been initiated by “Pentru Voi” Foundation in partnership with the Association Habitat for Humanity Romania and provides a decent community life for five people with severe mental disabilities from Timisoara. According to the ANPH (National Authority for People with Disabilities), there are 4468 adults with mental disabilities in the Timis County, out of which only 20 live in protected houses. However, there is no protected house for people with severe mental disabilities adapted to their special needs. Thus, this is the first project of the kind in Romania and is extremely important.
